During the first half term, children will
learn about African music. In the second
half term they will learn about orchestras
and the instruments that are used.
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In PE, children will develop their sending and receiving skills including throwing, catching,
rolling, kicking, tracking and stopping a ball. They will also cover gymnastics, developing
jumping, rolling, balancing and travelling individually and in short sequences.
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In Maths, we will be continuing to develop children’s
understanding of the four operations (addition,
subtraction, multiplication and division). This will
include learning about word problems with
multiplication and division. Children will then learn
how to read data from bar charts and tables. Toward
the second half term children will then cover
fractions and name 2D and 3D shapes as well as their
properties. During this term, children will also take
part in assessment week whereby they will get a
chance to show all they have learnt so far.

You can help your child by practising their
multiplication tables and talking to them about

division and inverse facts.
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For the first half term, children will learn about natural
Earth art and the famous artists and their work. They
will look at how different natural materials can make
sculptures such as loom weaving and rangoli patterns.
